Description and Project Proposal: N. McDonough Street currently has a functional classification
of Urban Local Road and consists primary of four 12-ft travel lanes with intermittent parallel
parking along N. McDonough Street. The current posted speed is 25 miles per hour (MPH). The
width of the right-of-way is approximately 80’+/- throughout the length of the corridor. The
proposed project will replace four 12-ft travel lanes with intermittent parallel parking along N.
McDonough Street with two 11-ft travel lanes and parallel parking on both sides as feasible.
Sidewalks ranging from 5-ft to 10-ft will be constructed on both sides. A bicycle track outside the
sidewalk area on the west side of the roadway will be buffered on both sides with a landscape zone
to minimize conflicts with pedestrians and vehicles.
