This project is the widening of SR 34 Bypass from Hospital Road
(CR 70) to SR 34 on the northside of Newnan for a total of 5.40

‘'km. The existing roadway consists of 2-3.6 m lanes, a portion of

whiéh was constructed on: four-lane right-of-way. The existing
major structures are: (1} a 33.9 m x 13,4 m bridge over the CSX
Railroad with a sufficiency rating of 99.3; (2) a Triple 2.4 m x
1.8 m box culvert and (3) a Double 2.7 m X 2.4 m box culvert at
Wahoo Creek. The base year traffic (1998) is 16,000 VPD and the
design year traffic (2018) is 27,000 vPD. The posted speed is 89

" km/h and the design speed is 89/73 km/h.

The proposed widening will provide 2-3.6 m lanes in each

a‘direction with 1.8 m inside shoulders (0.6 m paved) and 3.0 m

outside shoulders (1.2 m paved) separated by a 13.4 m median from

the beginning of the project to SR 14/US 129. There, the median

transitions to a 6.1 m raised median with some curb and gutter to

the end of the project. The major structures will be treated as
follows: (1) widen the bridge over CSX RR to 26.8 m; (2) extend
the Triple 2.4 m x 1.8 m box culvert and; (3) extend the Double
2.7 m X 2,4 m box culvert at Walhoo Creek. The roadway will

remain open to traffic during construction. A speed study has

been completed and the posted speed will be reduced to 73 km/h
where applicable.

Environmental concerns include requiring a possible COE 404
permit; an EA will be prepared; one possible UST exists; a public
hearing will be held; time saving procedures are not appropriate.

The meetlng was opened by Mike Reynolds who described the
project in - general, the concept proposed, and design
considerations encountered. Several adjacent, and one adjoining
projects were also discussed. Thé walk-thru and detailed
proposed concept description was done by Kevin Hosey.

The roadway project begins just west of CR 70/Hospital Road on
the SR 34 Bypass and extends easterly along the bypass to its

"end at the intersection of SR 34, all in Coweta County (3.35

mlleg)_  The first section of this prOJect from CR 70 east to SR
14/U8 29 (1.29 miles) consists of an original two lane rural

" section built on a four lane right of way (200 feet minimum),

access is partial limited.

The proposed concept in this section calls for widening parallel

on the north side with 2 additional lanes with only minor right

of way and easement requirements. The median will be 44’ wide,
depressed, and grassed. The design speed will be 55 mph and
access will be partial limited.

The rest of this project, from SR 14/US 29 east to SR 34 (2.06
miles), is a 2 lane rural section constructed on 130’ existing
right of way. The ‘proposed concept for this section calls for 4
lanes separated by a 20 foot raised concrete median. Curb and
gutter on the outside is utilized in some areas to minimize
right of way impacts, while most of the section utilizes a rural
open ditch section. Where the urban section is used, additional
right of way or easements will be mnminimal, while the =rural

section will require 160’ minimum width right of way, or an
additional 35-40 feet, _The widening varies from completely to
one side to symmetrical in other areas. An existing 113/ x 44’
wide brldge over the CSX railroad will be retained and widened
to 88’ wide all on the south side to avoid clearance problems,
The design speed for this section will be 45 mph and will
require lowering the existing 55 mph posted speed 1imit. Acceas
control will be by permit only. It was rioted that a speed study
has already been requested.

Discussion was as follows:

*

State Repreaentatlve Donna Brooks voiced concern over the
median opening at Werz Industrial Boulevard and the possible
need for a signal  at this location due to the new
¢onstruction of a Publix storé across from it.

Richard Bolin, of the City of Newnan, expressed general

concern over the proposed use of a raised concrete median on

this project and its effect on access along the bypass.

There was general discussion about access problems at the

"1ntersect10n of the bypass and. SR 34 with the Dakota Steak
_ House, West Lumber, and the new Publix shopplng center. An

access road off Werz Industrial Boulevard was discussed as a
solution.

Reba Scott, of Programming, commented that the schedule for

R/W acquisition is being revised from FY 94 to FY 95,
Construction will remain in FY 97.

Mike Cope, of Southern Bell, stated that they had facilities
along the east side of SR 70 and some along the bypass mostly
‘near SR 34. Their facilities are located inside the right of

way with some electronic sites located on private easement.

- Atlanta Gas Light reported facilities along SR 70, SR 14, and

some along the bypass, including the CSX Railroad brldge.
They also have a major transmission line near the triple box
culvert west of Hospital Road that is cased right of way to
right of way. They report major relocations totaling around
$250,000.
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*

Newnan Water & Light reports a 16" water main on the north
side of the bypass from SR 14 to SR 34. They also have a 12"
water main from SR 70 to Hoepital Road, with several sewer

~ line croasings and a sewer line located on the CSX Railroad

overpass. They report electric facilities at Hospital Road.

Mike Rowan, of Utilities, said that the City of Newnan has
signed the LGPA, but that Coweta County has refused. He also
commented that this project has been chosen as a pilot
pro:ect for the CLASP program .(Cooperatlve Locating and
Staking Project), a Jjoint venture to have all utilities
located electronically.

Bob Moore of Planning provided a need and purpoée statement.

Gail D'Avino of Environment/Location reported one historic
resource on this project located in the southwest quadrant of
the SR. 70 intersection. At present, this property is not
being affected.

Ken Reeves, of District Three Traffic and Safety, requested
that we study extending the project further west to begin at
SR 16,

Joe Leoni, District Three Preconstruction Engineer, requeated
two sets of plans for UST investigations.

J.E. Dukes, of Right of Way, requested one set of plans for a
preliminary right of way estimate.

This project is the proposed widening of SR 34 Bypass in Coweta Co. between SR
34 and CR 70/Hospital Rd.. The project was first identified in a county planning study
conducted in 1990 which concluded that, in order to maintain an acceptable level of

service on the bypass, multi-laning would be required before 1996,

The Newnan North Bypass was first identified as project as part of a 1969
~ comprehensive transportation study for Newnan and Coweta Co. Although only a 2 lane
bypass was constn.;cied, it was realized that eventually 4 laning would be needed so the
existing facility was built on 4 1ane right-of-way. Traffic volumes on the north bypass have
quardrupled since 1984. The 1993 average daily traffic (ADT) along this section of SR
34 Bypass was 15,000 vehicles per day (VPD). Year 2013 projected ADT is 25,500 VPD.
These volumes of traffic oﬁ 2 lanes cause this facility to operate at a level of service that

is below what the Department desires on its major routes.
