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Revised Project Concept Report- NORTH McRAE BYPASS

The approved concept 1is to construct a 2.40 mile new location, partial
controlled access highway between U.S. 341/U.S, 23/S.R. 27 and U.S. 441/U.S.
319 northeast of McRae, near the entrance to Little Ocmulgee State Park. The
typical section as approved is four lanes with a 44’ median on 200’ minimum
rights-of-way. The project would begin at U.S. 341/U.S. 23/S.R. 27
approximately 0.61 mile southeast of S 2922, where the South McRae Bypass
ends. From there it would extend northward on new location and cross the
Southern Railroad at grade, bridge the Ocmulgee River and turn slightly to
the northwest. The alignment would then intersect U.S. 280/S.R. 30 and cross
the Georgia Central Railway at grade and tie into U.S. 441/U.S. 319 near the
entrance to Little Ocmulgee State Park.

The approved South McRae Bypass alignment is proposed to be shifted to avoid
a proposed City of McRae landfill. Because the northern terminus of the
South McRae Bypass would change, the North McRae Bypass southern terminus is
proposed to be shifted for continuity. The new alignment would begin at U.S.
341/U.5. 23/S.R. 27 approximately 0.38 mile southeast of S 2922. From there
it would extend north on new location bridging the Southern Railroad and tie
into the approved alignment approximately 0.3 mile south of the Ocmulgee
River. From there, the proposed alignment is the same as approved. The
typical section for the revised portion would be constructed on 260’ minimum
rights-of way. The new length of the project is 2.36 miles.

Dick Drake of the Office of Intermodal Programs informed this office that
the Department is pursuing the purchase from Georgia Central Railroad, the
section of railroad line from Vidalia to Rhine which crosses the project.
The funds for purcha31ng the railroad is in the proposed Transportation
Budget, which requires approval by the Legislature. Dick Drake recommended
bridging the Georgia Central Rallway, ant1c1pat1ng future rail service on
the railroad. An at grade crossing is recommended until more definite
factors are known (i.e. train counts, railroad fund approval, etc.), because
to bridge the railroad would require that U.S.280 be raised approximately 15
feet.

It 1is recommended that the revision to this concept report be approved for
implementation.
